Bike competition, featuring pro mountain biker Jeff Lenosky.  A free concert by nationally recognized rock 
band Rusted Root will cap off the evening. 
 
“Dominion Riverrock will be high energy,” says Jon Lugbill, Sports Backers executive director.  “Participants 
will have plenty of exciting things to watch and spectators will have plenty of amazing activities to try out.  
There will be something for everyone.” 
 
Saturday’s events include the James River Scramble trail run, the Urban Assault mountain bike race, a 
kayak/raft race, the Orvis Fly Casting Competition, more music, a digital photo contest, free interactive tree 
climbing and sit-on-top kayaking, $15 raft rides with Riverside Outfitters.  The Interactive Village will include 
demonstrations by Richmond area organizations supporting environmental stewardship, as well as opportunities 
to contribute to the James River Fund, which supports their efforts.  Organizations which will benefit from the 
James River Fund include the James River Assocation, the Friends of the James River Park, the James River 
Advisory Council, the James River Outdoor Coalition, and the Richmond Mid-Atlantic Off Road Enthusiasts.
